Flashback to Christmas  
This  year we had a theme -  The Star  

Week 1 -  Advent Sunday ð Christingle  service  
Everyone was asked to bring a star for the 'Advent Sky' the 

rose queen and attendants received the stars  as they were 

brought forward during the first hymn and fastened them to a  

dark blue velvet cloth. Cottam Tots joined in by making stars during  their t oddler 

group. The young people made their Christingles and we had advent hymns, carols 

and readings. 

Week 2 -  Lessons and carols with  communion and carols by request :  
We had the carols on pow er point and people request ed their  favourite  carols, 

which we all sang - complimented by pictures for the hymns and readings.   

Week 3 ð Arthur writes:  
We produced an animated tale called  Heli  and the Hump Backed D onkeys, (similar to 

the TV program Creature Comforts) recording the voices of the congregation 

and matchi ng them to the stars in the sky and the animals in the stable on that 

first Christmas, to produce a DVD that was shown as the service. We recorded 

over 50 voices and managed to include everyone who wanted to be in it. (We started 

our Christmas in August ). We showed the DVD on the day of the service and over 

100 people attended. The service was spiritual, not just a trip to the mov ies, you 

could sense the Spirit. I remember one part icular moment during the movie ; about 

15-20 youngsters on the front row, where 5 pigs sing "Twinkle Twinkle little star" 

just spon taneously started  singing along, it was magical. 

Week  4 ð Alphabet Nativity:  
This was a lovely service for the little ones. 

The script told the Christmas Story 

through each letter of the alphabet. (The 

letters of the alphabet had been made in 

Sunday school beforehand. ) The older ones 

read out the script and the little ones 

dressed up  as the nativity characters , 

brought on their letter and staged a 

tableau. We  had prayers, carols and music. 

At D for Donk ey, Lauren played òLittle 

Donkeyó on her flute. We had dancing angels and a lovely Mary - who kept the baby 

well winded and showed it off for all to see!  We also put the words the children 

were reading onto power point with some wonderful pictures of the n ativity scenes.  
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Christmas Eve  was 'Open House' at Church House: We had carols in the candlelit 

chapel at 4.00 p.m. then traditional Christmas Day  service on Christmas morning.   
 

Confirmation Classes and Service  
Last year we were delighted to have ninete en of our 

young people confirmed, in a special service in June. 

The Confirmation Classes have started for 

this year and we are holding a special Confirmation 

Service on Sunday 22 nd June at 4.00 p.m. in school 

followed by afternoon tea.

Our Communion Guidelines  

 
 

 The wording used in our Communion Service follows the traditions 
of all the churches.  

 We usually use fresh bread and pressed red grape juice (non- 
alcoholic) in the remembrance of the last supper. 

 Communion is integral to our worship and at the point of 
distribution of the bread and wine, we explain how this tradition 
came about. 

 We have an open table in that anyone who loves the Lord Jesus may 
come and share. There is no discrimination of age or understanding. 

 All are welcome to partake or not, as each person feels. If you are 
attending a Communion Service with your child, then it is your 
decision at the service, whether your child receives or not. 

 If your child is in a communion service without you, please advise 
us if you would prefer us to give a blessing rather than the bread 
and grape juice. We would not generally exclude anyone unless it is 
your wish.
