New beginnings usually bring a s ense of excitement, perhaps tinged with a little 

apprehension. A new chapter is now opening up for Trinity Church. We thank God for the way 

he has guided, blessed and led us to this moment, and now ask him to take us forward into his 

future.  
 

So whatõs new?! Firstly there is a new ministry team. Working with the Church Council are 

Revd David Wood and Mr. Ray Borg. Ray is a student minister within the Methodist Church. 

Many of you will already have met him or read about him in the last newsletter. We are 

delighted that he will be sharing with us over the coming months. David is the 

Superintendent Minister of the Preston Methodist Circuit, who has pastoral care of the 

Methodist churches in Ashton, Lea and Ingol. He is married to Kathleen, also a Methodist 

minister, who works south of the river. They have two children: Adam is a primary school 

teacher in Cairo and Peter, a young man with profound and multiple learning difficulties, lives 

at home with them. A new team brings  with them new insights, gifts and expe rience which we 

trust will enrich our life together.  
 

We are also hoping that within the next few months a new member will join the team! We are 

at present working with the Anglican Church to appoint a part -time minister, who will have 

oversight both of Tr inity Church and St. Christopherõs Church, Lea. Please pray that God will 

find us the right person who can take us forward to become the kind of church He wants us 

to be. And watch this space for further information.  
 

And what about the new feel? Well, to begin with, leadership will now have a greater òteam 

feeló about it. Many of the crucial roles that running our church entails have been taken on 

by a whole variety of church members. This too will bring new insight and life to us and we 

are most grateful to all those involved. This is a reminder that a church is like a body, whose 

health depends on all the limbs being in good working order and playing their part. Does this 

mean that one image for our church is that of the gym?!  
 

We also hope that new dimen sions will be brought to our worship. Whilst Ray and I will take 

many of the services between us, we shall also be welcoming a variety of preachers  lay and 

ordained, from the three sponsoring churches. We trust that this will provide both a sense 

of contin uity and some new enriching experiences. Letõs be open to all that God wants to 

share with us through those who come to us.  
 

So, new start and new feel, b ut what really matters is that it is the same God who continues 

to love and to lead us. We believe tha t it is God who has grown Trinity Church to be his 

witnesses in Cottam: God who has brought us to this moment. Let us now listen very carefully 

to what God is saying to us as He leads us on. And letõs be confident that he will continue to 

provide and support.

Our Communion Guidelines  

 

 The wording used in our Communion Service follows the traditions of all 
the churches.  

 We usually use fresh bread and pressed red grape juice (non- alcoholic) 
in the remembrance of the last supper. 

 Communion is integral to our worship and at the point of distribution of 
the bread and wine, we explain how this tradition came about. 

 We have an open table in that anyone who loves the Lord Jesus may 
come and share. There is no discrimination of age or understanding. 

 All are welcome to partake or not, as each person feels. If you are  
attending a Communion Service with your child, then it is your decision 
at the service, whether your child receives or not. 

 If your child is in a communion service without you, please advise us if 
you would prefer us to give a blessing rather than the bread and grape 
juice. We would not generally exclude anyone unless it is your wish.
