It was strange not having a church building and again it was good to have the
Community Centre but as we were doing more and more baptisms we outgrew the
centre and moved into Cottam Primary School for baptisms. This has now become
our worship space and it also allowed our friends at the Community Church to have
the centre every week instead of on a shared basis.
